President's Corner

As the President dhe Florida Bowhunters Council (FBC) | would like to make the following clarifications
to the FBC position on the crossbow issue.

The Florida Bowhunters Council (established in 1961) is not against crossbows.
The FBC has no issues with crossbows used in a Florida crossbow season.
Nor with the fact that crossbows can and have been used to harvest large game.

The FBC is in support of crossbow use in crossbow, muzzleloader, primitive weapon and general gu
seasos.

What the FBC is against isthe defining of crossbow equipment as archery equipmerdand adding
crossbows into the Florida archery season.

Archery equipment has and should be defined as hand held, hand drawn bows.
For most, archery equipment takes kitexdge, ability, time and practice (in shedommitment) to become proficient in its use.

With modern archery equipment, it only takes a reasonable amount of time to become proficient and instruction is read
available. Ther e is notr yad f maroruirers ptoa tent

And along those lines most could purchase, sight in and be proficient enough to take large game in one day with a tcdossw. |
take much commitment to hunt with this weapon.

The crossbow's ability to be mechanically drawn , éatln aloaded position for extended periods of tiemel held on a bench rest to
shoot exclude this equipment from being considered archery equipment.

The FBC is against crossbows being lumped into the state archery season just because of the dimitangsibow bolt and an
arrow. The difference in the two types of equipment is self evident.

Please do not characterize the FBC as unreasonable or infleXibie.has been our position on crossbows for 50 years and why
would we change it now??

If you want to expand the crossbow season by delaying the start of the muzzleloader and gun season or adding a primitive wea
season at the end of the season for more total dayert. of dee

So...What are our options to the proposal to include crossbows into the Florida archery Season that is deep with tradition?
| would like to propose the following to be considered;

1 Continue to allow the elderly / disabled (that are permitted by the staie¢ twrossbows in the Florida archery season as the
rules now stand.

1 Add a primitive weapons season to the end of deer season across the state allowing crossbows, muzzle loaders & archery
equipment.

1 Change the muzzle loading season to a primitive weapassis¢o include crossbows and muzzleloaders as they both more
closely resemble a one shot rifle with intermediate range as compared to most modern rifles.
Most crossbows are equipped with telescopic sights, provide a slow secondshters can walk aund with this weapon
loaded and cocked. Crossbows arienitive weapons, not archery equipment.

1 Delay the start of Muzzleloader season and gun season to allow the Crossbow hunters more time in the woods.

The decision to include crossbows in an archeagse would be a travesty to the tradition of the archery season within our state and
all it has entailed.



| ask you to ask yourselves these questionsll the state archery records going forward place crossbow Kkills in the same category as
archery kill® Or will they be separated somehow, why if they are both considered archery equipment?

National archery organizations such as the Pope & Young Club and the Professional Bowhunters Society do not recogmige crosst
as archery equipmenfnimals taken wth crossbows are not accepted in record books for animals taken with a bow.

The latest Pope & Young newsletter contains an article showing that several statesdéeliha in archery license salafter
allowing crossbows in archery seasdnsluding Gergia, Tennessee, Texas, Mississipmpi Alabama.

Deer hunters get bettatigned zones and season dates

Deer Hunting Zones and Season
Changes Update

TheFlorida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission (FWC) passed new rules affecting deer hunters,
beginning with the 20121 season. The new rules modified zone boundaries and season dates for deer hunting on prive
property.

Theboundary separating what used to be called the Northwest Hunting Zone (renamed Zone D) from the Centr,
Zone (renamed Zone C) has been moved a little farther west.

The new line dividing zones C and D begins at U.S. 27 at the Gadsden County/Georljiee stateruns south
on U.S. 27 until it meets S.R. 61 in Tallahasdemm there, it follows S.R. 61, running south until it hits U.S.

319. There, the line follows U.S. 319, continuing south to U.S. 98; it then runs east along U.S. 98 before tuimmy sout
Spring Creek Highway and continuing to the Gulf of Mexico.

Changes to season dates on Zone D push opening day of archery season back one week. The first phase of
muzzleloading gun season will have four additional days and move from November to Deedmbe it will fill a gap
that was previously closed to deer hunting in that zéea result, Zone D will have continuous deer hunting
opportunities from the beginning of archery through the last phase of muzzleloading gun season, and totalndeer hunti
days have been increased from 123 to 128.

Zone Cb6bs new deer hunting season dates wil/ begin
Saturday in September every yedawelve days were added to give Zone C a total of 128 iesing dasg.
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New rules also create an additional hunting zone, made up in part by the Green SwamplBsi$ourth zone,
which previously was the southwest portion of the Central Hunting Zone, will be Zonki8new zone lies south of
S.R. 50, west of U.S. 44and the Kissimmee Waterway, north of S.R. 60 and east of the Gulf of Mexico.

Zone B was created because the deer in that area have a much later breedin®eperibdnting in this new
zone will start with archery, beginning on the third Saturday ¢bli#z each year, and run through the general gun
season, ending in migebruary.

Zone A (formerly the South Hunting Zone) remains that portion of the state south of SI®.d&er season will
start nearly a month and a half earlier than before, with July 31 as the opening day of archery next Beastbar
major change is thahere will be a split general gun seas@eer hunting will be closed five weeks next season, between
Oct. 18 and Nov. 19, and reopen every year on the Saturday before Thanksgiving and always ending on the first Sund;
