Crossbows during Archery Season Crossbow season to run concurrently with
archery season on private land beginning with the 2022012 season August 18,
2010The Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission (FWC) passed a
new rule during the September Commission meeting in Pensacola Beach that
will extend zonal crossbow seasons by a month, thereby running concurrently
with archery season, beginning July 2011.The FWC received requssfrom
Florida hunters who want more crossbowhunting opportunities - not only
more hunting days, but also to be allowed to take deer of either sex, which is
legal in many other states, including Georgia and Alabama. Because of the
request, the FWC checkedwvith Florida's hunters through an online poll, and
more than 70 percent of those who responded supported increasing crossbow
opportunities on private lands. The new rule adds 30 days to the crossbow
season in zones A, B and C, and it adds 33 days in ZoDethereby making it
coincide with the archery season. Starting with the 2022012 hunting season,
any hunter with a hunting license, deer permit and crossbow permit will be
able to get in the woods a month early on private lands and use a crossbow (or
a bow) to take deer of either sexThis rule is intended to give hunters more
opportunities and enable youths and others who have difficulty using a vertical
bow to have more hunting days, thereby helping to recruit and retain more
people into the tradition o hunting.

The Florida Bowhunters Council does not consider crossbows
to be archery equipment. Crossbows are not hand held , hand
drawn bows and do not meet the definition of archery
equipment by any of the National Archery Associations. At
least by listin g the cross bow season as running concurrently
with archery season the FWC is not lumping crossbows with
archery gear under their definition of archery tackle. This is
a small victory at best and we need to stay vigilant on this
topic.

| have found a great way to use my hunting skills in the off season, Geocaching. Geocaching is a
high-tech treasure hunting game played throughout the world by adventure seekers equipped with
GPS devices. The basic idea is to locate hidden containers, called geocaches, outdoors and then
share your experiences online. Geocaching is enjoyed by people from all age groups, with a strong
sense of community and support for the environment. Geocaching (pronounced geo-cashing) is a
worldwide game of hiding and seeking treasure. A geocacher can place a geocache in the world,
pinpoint its location using GPS technology and then share the geocache's existence and location
online. Anyone with a GPS device can then try to locate the geocache.

Geocaching combines location-based gaming, social networking, treasure hunting, GPS navigation,
and outdoor recreation. The hobby was started in 2000 by a GPS enthusiast, Dave Ulmer, seeking to
test the accuracy of the improved GPS signal available to civilians. Ulmer shared the coordinates of
his first hidden geocache online. Mike Teague found this geocache and shared his experience online.
The online chats spread, and soon, 75 other caches were hidden around the world. One was found in
July by Jeremy Irish, who shortly thereafter, founded Geocaching.com as the first portal for the
hobby. Dozens of press articles and millions of online conversations later, Geocaching.com is the

The AMO-Standard F.O.C. balance formula is: %FOC = (100x(AL/2))/L

A = Balance point as measured from the throat of the nock to the point of balance.
L = Total arromength as measured from the throat of the nock to the back of the point.
(Do not include the length of the point in this measurement.)

1. Measure the arrow from the throat of the nock to the end of the shaft. (at insert) e.g. 28.5"
2. Divide the lendt by (2). (Or multiply it by 0.5.) e.g. 28.5/2 = 14.25 or 28.5 x 0.5 = 14.25
3. Find the arrow's balance point measured from the nock throat to the balance point. e.g. 19.0"
4. Subtract half the total length from the balance point number. e.g.-14®25" = 4.75"
5. Multiply that result by 100. e.g. 4.75 x 100 = 475

6. Now divide that number by the total arrow length. e.g. 475/ 28.5 = 16.6% FOC
